Village Hall

Recently 9 new windows and a new back door have been
installed in the Village Hall. This work is being subsidised by a
grant for £3,500 kindly obtained by the Parish Council on
behalf of the Village Hall Committee. The financial assistance
provided is a great boost in the challenge to fund the essential
upkeep of an old building.

The approach taken by the Village Hall Committee is to use
the donations it generously receives, such as from village
events, to fund improvements. Income derived from letting the
hall is used to cover the running costs, which have increased
appreciably of late chiefly due to increases in utility charges,
insurance, routine maintenance and essential repairs.
Accordingly, new letting charges have been introduced from
the start of 2020 designed to realign letting income to the
increased running costs.
